Convenience Store Announced as Part of University Crossings

Soon, you won’t have far to travel to satisfy a Slurpee craving. Widener recently
announced that 7-Eleven, Inc. is the newest University Crossings tenant. The world's
largest operator, franchiser, and licensor of convenience stores, 7-Eleven expects to
open the University Crossings location by the end of December. The location will be
open 24 hours per day, seven days per week.

"This is very exciting news for the Chester community," said Widener University
President James T. Harris III. "7-Eleven will provide a needed service to the city of

Chester, and the company's mission, like Widener’s, is based on the principles of
civic engagement—to serve the needs of the communities in which they operate."

According to Jeff Reeder, 7-Eleven market manager for 84 stores in the Aston, Harrisburg, Nazareth,
and Hummlestown areas, the company has contributed more than $100 million in cash and in-kind
products to the communities it serves over the past 32 years through corporate, franchise, employee, and
customer donation programs.

"We look forward to being a part of Pennsylvania's first city and the University Crossings
development," Reeder said. "Being a good neighbor and corporate citizen is part of doing business at 7-
Eleven. We have a long history of supporting our neighborhoods in meaningful ways and we hope to work
with Widener University, Crozer-Chester Medical Center, and the city of Chester to strengthen and build
the community."

Engaging Internationally Post-College ‘&E Co »
After a week of exploring exotic cuisine and cultures on campus, International Week Q‘Q> 4?’;
came to a close with suggestions for engaging internationally post-college. Rebecca
Wong, a Peace Corps recruiter, revealed how working as a volunteer with the
organization not only paved the way for future success, but also proved a
challenging, yet rewarding experience.

Wong spoke of the scholarships available to volunteers and the
competitive edge afforded to volunteers for federal jobs. However, Widener
Professor of Anthropology Dr. Kenneth Skinner, a former Peace Corps volunteer, captured the power of
the Peace Corps best: “The Peace Corps name carries with it a certain cache. You don’t have to explain
what it means to someone. They know instantly that you have been tested.”

Skinner reflected on his volunteer assignment in Malaysia, recalling that working in the country’s
schools got him interested in teaching and that living among the indigenous people sparked his interest in
anthropology.

Skinner was motivated to join the Peace Corps and give back after hearing President Kennedy’s call to
students to give two years of their lives to developing countries. What Skinner gave as volunteer, he
believes, he got back via the character he developed and the professional success he enjoys today.

School of Law Creates New Health Fellowship

First recipient is medical doctor-law student

The Health Law Institute has awarded its inaugural Health Law
s Institute Distinguished Research Fellowship to Dr. Oluyomi
' Faparusi Sr. of Belcamp, MD.

= Faparusi is a third-year law student who earned his medical
degree in 1997 from the University of Ibadan in Nigeria. He
earned a Ph.D. in public health from Johns Hopkins University in
2005 and is expected to graduate from Widener Law’s Delaware
Campus in May 2009.

Through the fellowship, which lasts until May, Faparusi is
working 10 hours a week with Health Law Institute faculty
Dr. Oluyomi Faparusi Sr., recipient of the Health members on their initiatives and research. To date, he has worked
Law Institute Distinguished Research Fellowship. on the law of informed consent and on the feasibility of starting a

journal devoted to health law issues.

“Yomi was the perfect choice as the inaugural recipient of this fellowship,” Health Law Institute
Director John G. Culhane said.

Matt Sosna has enjoyed a solid beginning to his senior year and on Monday was named Commonwealth
Conference Men’s Basketball Player of the Week.

Sosna was tabbed Most Valuable Player of the Oki Data Americas Tip-Off a
second straight year. He scored 42 of his 52 points on the week during the
tournament, including 29 in the final against York College of Pennsylvania. He shot
12-0f-17 from the floor in that contest to help Widener post an 87-75 victory.

The Pride got to the final with a 106-53 win over Penn State Brandywine. Sosna
closed with 13 points, eight rebounds, and shot 6-0f-9 from the field. He ended the
week with 20 rebounds and shot 21-0f-30 from the field over three contests.

In his second year as a starter, Sosna is second on the team with 24 points per
game, first with 6.2 rebounds per contest, and first with a .783 free throw
percentage.

Sosna of Stratford, NJ, owns a 3.9 grade point average in civil engineering and
last year was named first team CoSIDAAcademic All-District and a member of the
Philadelphia InquirerAcademic All-Area Team. He is a two-time member of the
Middle Atlantic Conference Academic Honor Roll.

Widener (4-1) has won three straight games by an average of 22 points. The
Pride were ranked No. 7 preseason by SmallCollegeHoops.comne year after winning a second straight
conference title and playing in the NCAA Tournament a third consecutive year.

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Physical Therapy Presents Lessons to Live By

Eat breakfast, limit your salt and sugar intake, and take the stairs

tips recently presented by Widener physical therapy students to a
group of area high school juniors. Over three informational sessions,
the students imparted practical tips and tools for maintaining a
healthy diet and exercise regimen.

“To do well academically, these high school students need good
nutrition. They don’t often recognize that the two go hand-in-hand,”
said Nicola Tollett Jefferson, founder and executive director of The
Achievement Project (TAP), a nonprofit organization that helps _
Chester students grow and succeed in grades 9-12. Third-year graduate physical therapy students

Project. For years, physical therapy graduate students have divided into small groups to embark on
yearlong projects to address a unique challenge presented by a community organization.

Graduate physical therapy students first become involved with this initiative in the fall of their second
year when they identify a community partner. Then, in the spring semester, they dive deeper into the project
by evaluating their clients’ needs. “They read literature about the populations they’re assisting and talk to
their partners about their missions, goals, and objectives,” said Dr. Kerstin Palombaro, community
engagement coordinator for the Institute. “Finally, they decide on the proper intervention and implement
their plan in the fall semester of their third year.”

The projects span across four semesters, as the physical therapy students do a short-term assessment of
their intervention, followed by a long-term assessment in the spring. As part of the nutrition and fitness
group’s short-term assessment, members engaged the high school students in a series of course-related
games. As the TAP teams answered Jeopardy-style questions with little hesitation and compared food labels
with confidence, the initial results proved that the sessions were a success.

Among the other student projects this year, one group worked with the Widener Partnership Charter
School students on outdoor safety tips, which included information for the playground and walking to
school. Working with the physical therapy faculty as its client, another group developed a marketing plan
for a pro bono physical therapy clinic on campus. Although in its early stages, the clinic would serve the
underinsured, representing one of the largest community projects taken on by the Institute to date.

to major roads and highways and the Delaware River.

Dave Sciocchetti, executive director of the Chester Economic Development Authority, also cited
location as one of Chester’s greatest strengths in addition to its support from organizations such as Crozer-
Keystone and Widener. He highlighted the city’s goals and plans for economic development, noting that
Chester needs to continue to identify and remove barriers preventing people from coming in, create
incentives to attract businesses to the city, build on its strengths, seize unique opportunities, create
economic opportunities, and connect residents with jobs.

Highlighting Chester’s recent success in economic development, Dean Ozatalay revealed that the recent
additions of Harrah’s and the Wharf at Rivertown have increased employment in the city by 40 percent. He
highlighted projects currently underway, including the pending groundbreaking for the soccer stadium, the
$500 million waterfront development project that will include office and retail space and housing, and
University Crossings. Widener looks forward to officially celebrating the opening of Widener Hotel &
Suites at University Crossings in December.
